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Affordability of Health Care

I believe that providing quality, affordable health care for every citizen is one of our most serious domestic challenges.  Our nation spends over $1.6 trillion per year on health care, yet too many of our citizens do not receive the care they need.  Some 43 million Americans have no health insurance whatsoever, and even those who have good coverage often cannot be sure it will be there for them tomorrow if they happen to lose their job, develop a serious illness, or if rising healthcare premiums outstrip their ability to pay.

After the health care debates of the 1990's and the failure of the Clinton universal health care proposal, Congress began approaching health care reform in smaller, incremental steps, working within the existing employer-based programs - along with Medicaid and Medicare - to extend and expand health coverage to more Americans.  Despite the steps we have taken, there are still holes in the system.  As a result, many people have begun to take a fresh look at proposals to institute universal health care coverage in some form.

It is clear that we must stem the rising cost of health care in this country, and I will continue working to find ways to provide affordable health care to all Americans.
