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Protecting Children from Violent Programming

I believe that we must ensure that our nation's broadcasters do not violate public standards of decency by airing content that may be offensive or harmful to certain audiences, especially children.

I am an original cosponsor of legislation introduced to help ensure that children are not exposed to inappropriate programming content.  H.R. 3914, the Children's Protection from Violent Programming Act, would encourage family-friendly television by creating a "safe harbor" during the hours when children are most likely to comprise a significant portion of the audience.  The legislation would require any violent programming broadcast during this period to be specifically rated as such so that it could be effectively blocked by an electronic "V-chip" device.
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
